A DYNAMIC AND SYSTEMIC APPROACH A MUST

A Gaining fraction requires dedicated leadership attention and

A Diversity and Inclusion must be viewed as part of organizational
development and culture change which evolves and adapts as
the business and organization changes (3 to 5 year fimeframe)

A A systems approach tied to organizational strategies and
outcomes is critical

A Attention to both short term tactical barriers (cost, profitability,
efc.) and longer ferm consequences (retention, employer of
choice, stakeholder relations) are essential
